PROCEDURE FOR THE NOMINATION AND SELECTION OF PUBLIC MEMBERS 
The purpose of this procedure is to provide the public with an open and predictable process for the selection of the public and alternate public members of the Kern County Local Agency Formation Commission (the "public member").
At least 90 days before the scheduled term expiration of any public member, the Executive Officer shall publish notice of the expiration of the terms at least one time in a newspaper of general circulation and provide additional notice as required according to the Cortese-Knox-Hertzberg Local Government Reorganization Act of 2000 (the "Act").  The Executive Officer shall notify the Commission that the position has been advertised at the next available regular LAFCo meeting.  If a vacancy occurs, the Executive Officer shall publish notice of the vacancy at least thirty (30) days before the vacancy may be filled and as otherwise required under the Act within a reasonable time after notification of the vacancy and place the item on the next available agenda.
To be considered for the public member positions described in Section 56325(d) of the Act, potential candidates must be voting residents of Kern County and must not be an officer or employee of the County or any city or district with territory in the County.  To be considered for the public member positions described in Section 56328.5(c) of the Act, potential candidates must be voting residents of Kern County and must not be members of the governing body of any local agency.  All candidates must submit written resumes of qualifications to be considered.  
Candidates that meet the minimum qualifications will have their resumes submitted to the Commissioners of the appointing authorities for the public member position.  The applicants may be interviewed by the voting Commissioners and thereafter, the voting Commissioners may select the public member and alternate public member.  The applicant selected must receive a majority of the votes of the voting Commissioners and, if the positions are for the public member or alternate public member described in Section 56325 of the Act, the applicants selected must receive at least one vote from each of the appointing authorities.
The public members described in Section 56325(d) of the Act will be appointed by the Special District, County and City members.  The public members described in Section 56328.5(c) will be appointed by the Special District and County members.
